Saints of the Week  

Mon., July 13:  Saint Henry: d. 1042; with his wife, St. Cunegunda, 

assisted the poor; as emperor, he respected the Church’s freedom, foster-

ing ecclesiastical and monastic reform; founded the See of Bamberg as a 

center for missions to the Slavs; patron of Benedictine oblates. 

Tues., July 14:  Saint Kateri Tekakwitha, Virgin:  d. 1680 at Caugh-

nawaga, Quebec, at age twenty-four; led a life of great austerity and love 

in spite of ridicule and abuse; called “Lily of the Mohawks”; first native 

American to be declared “Blessed” (1980); canonized by Pope Benedict 

XVI 21 October 2012. 

Wed., July 15:  Saint Bonaventure, Bishop, Doctor of the Church:  
d. 1274; O.F.M.; minister general for seventeen years; Cardinal bishop 

of Albano; authored biblical commentaries and many ascetical and spiri-

tual treaties, esp., Itinerarium mentis in Deum and Breviloquium; known 

as the “Seraphic Doctor.” 

Thurs., July 16:  Our Lady of Mount Carmel:  The scriptures speak 

of the beauty of Mount Carmel in Galilee where the prophet Elijah de-

fended the faith of Israel in the living God.  There, at the beginning of 

the 13th c., under the title of “St. Mary of Mount Carmel,” the Order of 

Carmelites (O. Carm.) (today numbering about 1,195 religious) had its 

formal beginning. 

Sat.. July 18:  Saint Camillus de Lellis, Priest:  d. 1614 at Rome; born 

at Chieti in the Abruzzi in 1550; soldier addicted to gambling; his con-

version led him to found a society (Camillians), today numbering 1,120 

religious, which established hospitals and cared for the sick with affec-
