Saints of the Week  

Mon., August 10:  SAINT LAWRENCE, DEACON, MARTYR: d. 

258, four days after four other deacons and Pope Sixtus II were killed; 

cared for the temporal welfare of the Roman church; said to have been 

burned alive on a gridiron; after Sts. Peter and Paul, Lawrence is vener-

ated as patron of Rome; mentioned in the Roman Canon. 

Tues., August 11:  Saint Clare, Virgin:  d. 1253; disciple of St. Fran-

cis; founded for Poor Clares whose first convent at Assisi she directed as 

abbess for forty-two years; led an austere life, rich in the practice of 

charity and loving care. 

Wed.. August 12:  Saint Jane Frances de Chantal, Religious:  d. 13 

December 1641; from Dijon; wife of Baron de Chantal and mother of 

six children, two of whom died at birth; as a widow, with St. Francis de 

Sales, her spiritual director, she founded in 1610 at Annency in Savoy 

the Visitation nuns; established some eighty-five monasteries before her 

death. 

Thurs., August 13:  Saints Pontian, Pope, and Hippolytus, Priest, 

Martyrs:  Pontian, d. 235; bishop of Rome banished by Maximinius 

Thrax to Sardinia where he was reconciled with Hippolytus; before dy-

ing, he abdicated his office (first pope to do so) to make way for his suc-

cessor, St. Anterus (3 Jan.); buried in the cemetery of Callistus. 

Hippolytus, d. 235/236; disputed author of Apostolic Tradition: Roman 

priest and stern rigorist; opposed Sabellianism and milder penitential 

discipline of Pope St. Callistus (14 Oct.(d. 222); first anti-pope (217-

235); exiled to Sardinia with Pontian; source of Eucharistic Prayer II. 

Fri., August 14:  Saint Maximilian Kolbe, Priest, Martyr:  d. 1941 at 

Auschwitz by lethal injection; born near Lodz, Poland; O.F.M. Conv.; 

founded Militia of Mary Immaculate; missioned in Japan; offered his 

life in exchange for the father of a family.
