My brothers and sisters in Christ, 

Thanks again for the warm welcome I’ve received from you as I begin my time as Pastor 

here in Krotz Springs. I look forward to getting to know you and serve you. After celebrat-

ing a full week of Masses (both weekday and weekend) and consulting with several differ-

ent people, I’ve decided to make a few adjustments to the schedule for Holy Mass which 

follows below, as well as a few comments about it.  

Weekends: Saturday (Anticipated) - 4 p.m. 

Sunday - 9 a.m.  

  

Weekdays: Monday and Wednesday - 5:30 p.m. 

Tuesday and Thursday - 12:05 p.m. 

Friday - 7 a.m. (Followed by Adoration until noon) 

Saturday - 8 a.m. (1st&3rd - Low Mass, Extraordinary Form; 2nd&4th,  

Ordinary Form) 

 

Confessions:  Saturdays - 2:45-3:45 p.m., one half hour before all other Masses, or by 

   appointment 

In an effort to bring together our resources (utilities, liturgical ministers, music, etc) for a 

Parish our size as well as to allow me to meet additional responsibilities I have on two 

Sunday afternoons per month, I decided to return the weekend Mass schedule to what it 

was a few years ago. I realize this will require an adjustment for those who normally at-

tend the 4 p.m. Mass that is currently celebrated on Sunday. Please understand that this 

decision is for the common good of our Parish. Those who normally serve one of the Li-

turgical ministries (Reader, Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion, Altar Server, 

Usher) at the Sunday 4 p.m. Mass are asked to call the office to let us know if you would 

like to continue to serve and which Mass it would be (Sat at 4 p.m. or Sun at 9 a.m.).  

 

Secondly, I decided to offer the later Mass times on Monday and Wednesday afternoon as 

well as the earlier time on Friday morning to accommodate those who work nearby and 

have expressed interest in attending daily Mass. As you also see, I would also like to be-

gin weekly Adoration for a few hours on Friday mornings, which will be from 8 a.m. till 

noon. Ideally, we would have at least two guardians per hour, in which case we would 

need 8 people to offer their time. If you or someone you know would like to commit to an 

hour of Adoration on Friday mornings, please call the office to let us know.  

 

Thirdly, I’ve decided to offer Holy Mass each Saturday morning at 8 a.m. It will give our 

Parish an opportunity to honor Our Lady on Saturday mornings as well as for us to experi-

ence the Church’s two forms of Holy Mass. 

 

The adjusted weekday Mass schedule will begin this Monday, August 3 and the adjusted 

Sunday schedule will begin next Sunday, August 9.  

 

Thank you for all of your efforts to help make the Sacred Liturgy at our Parish beautiful, 

reverent, and life-giving! As the Second Vatican Council teaches: “The Sacred Liturgy is 

the summit toward which the activity of the Church is directed; at the same time it is the 

font from which all her power flows” (Sacrosanctum Concilium, 10).

Why did the Church change the day of worship from 
Saturday to Sunday?  

Two quotes from the Catechism of the Catholic Church may 
help explain the reason for this change. òJesus rose from the 
dead ôon the first day of the week.õ Because it is the ôfirst day,õ 
the day of Christõs Resurrection recalls the first creation. Be-
cause it is the ôeighth dayõ following the sabbath, it symbolizes 
the new creation ushered in by Christõs Resurrectionó (#2174). 

òSunday is expressly distinguished from the sabbath which it 
follows chronologically every week; for Christians its ceremo-
nial observance replaces that of the sabbath. In Christõs Pass-
over, Sunday fulfills the spiritual truth of the Jewish sabbath 
and announces manõs eternal rest in Godó (#2175).

Offenses against God 

13.  What are the three conditions required for a sin to be mor-

tal? 

     Mortal sin presupposes knowledge of the sinful character of 

the act, and of its opposition to God’s law.  Unintentional igno-

rance, promptings and feelings of passion, external pressures and 

pathological disorders can diminish the voluntary and free char-

acter of the offense.  Sin committed through malice, by free and 

deliberate choice of evil, is the greatest. 

14.  What is venial sin?   

     Venial sin is the failure to observe necessary moderation, in 

lesser matters of the moral law, or in grave matters acting with-

out full knowledge or complete consent.  Venial sin does not de-

stroy the divine life of the soul, as does mortal sin, although it 

diminishes and wounds it. 

15.  What is an examination of conscience? 

     An examination of conscience is a prayerful self-reflection on 

our thoughts, words, deeds and omissions in the light of the Gos-

pel to determine how we have sinned against God.  The recep-

tion of the Sacrament of Penance ought to be prepared for by 

such an examination.

II.  Temptations Faced by Pastoral Workers 

No to spiritual worldliness 

95.  This insidious worldliness is evident in a number of attitudes which appear 

opposed, yet all have the same pretense of “taking over the space of the Church.”  

In some people we see an ostentatious preoccupation for the liturgy, for doctrine, 

and for the Church’s prestige, but without any concern that the Gospel have a real 

impact on God’s faithful people and the concrete needs of the present time.  In this 

way, the life of the Church turns into a museum piece or something which is the 

property of a select few.  In others, this spiritual worldliness lurks behind a fascina-

tion with social and political gain, or pride in their ability to manage practical af-

fairs, or an obsession with programs of self-help and self-realization.  It can also 

translate into a concern to be seen, into a social life full of appearances, meetings, 

dinners, and receptions.  It can also lead to a business mentality, caught up with 

management, statistics, plans, and evaluations whose principal beneficiary is not 

God’s people but the Church as an institution.  The mark of Christ, incarnate, cruci-

fied, and risen, is not present; closed and elite groups are formed, and no effort is 

made to go forth and seek out those who are distant or the immense multitudes who 

thirst for Christ.  Evangelical fervor is replaced by the empty pleasure of compla-

cency and self-indulgence. 

96.   This way of thinking also feeds the vainglory of those who are content to have 

a modicum of power and would rather be the general of a defeated army than a 

mere private in a unit which continues to fight.  How often we dream up vast apos-

tolic projects, meticulously planned, just like defeated generals!  But this is to deny 

our history as a Church, which is glorious precisely because it is a history of sacri-

fice, of hopes and daily struggles, of lives spent in service and fidelity to work, tir-

ing as it may be, for all work is “the sweat of our brow.”  Instead, we waste time 

talking about “what needs to be done”—in Spanish we call this the sin of 
“habriaqueismo”—like spiritual masters and pastoral experts who give instructions 

from on high.  We indulge in endless fantasies and we lose contact with the real 

lives and difficulties of our people.

Anointing of the Sick 

A Changed Sacrament With Many Graces

Catholics have embraced Vatican II’s emphasis on Anointing 

as a sacrament for healing the sick and aged, as well as com-

forting the dying. 
 

God Has Me Here for a Reason 
“Three years ago, I worked in a sporting-goods department. I was re-

turning to the shelf weights that a customer had put together. In a freak 

accident, the two gentlemen helping me lost control of the remaining 

120 pounds, which came crashing down on the back of my skull. 

 

“I must include this part of the story. I wear a brown scapular and ven-

erate it. It is promised through Our Lady that you will not die a sudden 

death without having received the sacraments (as you well know). I 

was going to 5 o’clock Mass that night, but I did not make it. 

 

“The barbell did heavy damage to my skull. By the time the paramedics 

arrived, I was down to three breaths per minute; by the time I reached 

the hospital, my blood pressure had escalated to 298/198. 

 

“The hospital called all my family in. I was not going to make it. My 

oldest daughter called our parish priest, Father Bill (Precious Blood 

Parish), to give me Anointing of the Sick. He arrived at the hospital 

immediately and Anointing of the Sick was given to me. 

 

“Within the hour, I started to make a comeback. Within 24 hours, I was 

off the ventilator. Within 72 hours, my blood pressure stabilized—all 

without surgery. The swelling of my brain was putting pressure on the 

brain stem, but this started to recede. 

 

“I was in therapy for months. All my memories of that period were 

taken from me, but God has me here for a reason. It has been two years 

and I still have some serious problems from the accident. God has not 

shown me yet the purpose for my being here, but he will in all due 

time.”
