Brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

As youôll notice, the current missal in the pews - Leaflet Missal - comes to 

an end this weekend. Normally, we would receive new ones that would last 

a few months, but Iôve made the decision to change the missals to one that 

will last the whole liturgical year - the Ignatius Pew Missal - published by 

Ignatius Press. Weôll be making this change for three reasons:  

1 - The nature of the Sacred Liturgy itself. It is holy. And all of the things 

used for the Churchôs sacred worship are set apart for it. They too become 

holy. Changing missalettes six times a year teaches us that things of the 

Churchôs Sacred Liturgy are disposable. They shouldnôt be and are not. 

2 - The call of Pope Francis. He has called us to care for creation, and do 

our best to be good stewards of Godôs gifts to us in the world. Changing 

from a missal printed every few months to one that will last the whole litur-

gical year will help us to rid waste and lessen the temptation to consumer-

ism. 

3 - More economical. The change in the missal from American Catholic 

Press to the one from Ignatius Press will cut the cost to nearly half! Instead 

of spending nearly $1,000 per year, weôll spend a little over $500 per year. 

Because of this difference, weôll also be able to provide a few more copies 

of the missal in the pews.  
 

Finally, because the Leaflet Missal ends this weekend and the new Ignatius 

Pew Missal doesnôt begin until the First Sunday of Advent (November 29), 

weôll print our own copies of the readings for four weeks in November. 

Please do your best when not using them to follow along with the readings 

and prayers to keep the printed sheets in the bookracks of the pews Thanks!

If you answered ñyesò to either of those two questions,  

contact the office at  566-3257 or send us an  

INDULGENCES FOR ALL SOULS 
 

A plenary (ñfullò) indulgence, which is applicable only to the souls in 

Purgatory, is granted to the Christian faithful who devoutly visit a church 

on (November 2nd,) All Souls Day. Requirements: 

- Visit a church and pray for souls in Purgatory 

- Say one ñOur Fatherò and the ñApostles Creedò in the visit to the church 

- Say one ñOur Fatherò and one ñHail Maryò for the Holy Fatherôs intentions 

(that is, the intentions designated by the Holy Father each month) 

- Worthily receive Holy Communion (ideally on the same day if you can get 

to Mass) 

- Make a sacramental confession within 20 days of All Souls Day 

For a plenary indulgence be  free from all attachment to sin, even venial sin 

(otherwise, the indulgence is partial, not plenary, ñfullò). 

You can acquire one plenary indulgence a day. 
 

A partial indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in Purgatory, can be 

obtained by visiting a cemetery and praying for the departed the prayer: 

Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon 

them. May they rest in peace. Amen.
