Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Since we have a missionary priest covering the masses this weekend, I was not
able to preach. Thus, this letter
have probably noticed, this weekend was not a usual Sunday of Ordinary Time.
Rat her , it i s the feast of Our Lor
ten, but any time this feast falls on a Sunday, it takes the place of the regular cele-
bration. That should highlight h o
work.

We know the story, but just to recall, Jesus takes his three closest disciplesd Peter,
James, and Johnd up a mountain, where he takes on a glowing appearance similar
to the sun. If that were not enough, Moses and Elijah appear in their presence!
Why did Christ choose to do this? He did it to reveal to these chosen men that He
really is who He says He is: He is indeed the Son of God who the Old Testament
pointed to. The disciples certainl
the Cross would soon follow after.

In addition, the whole Trinity makes an appearance: the Son is Christ Himself, the
Father is the voice who speaks, and the Spirit is the bright cloud. This is something
to take note of because this whole event points to something further: it reflects the
full glory of God that we will see if we make it to Heaven. For in Heaven, we will
see God for who He truly is with perfect clarity. This Transfiguration is a grace
that gives these disciplesd and usd a glimpse of that.

I n fact, it is Godbdbs grace that he
be saved without His grace. But on the flip side, sin darkens and disfigures our
souls, moving us further away from God and from having this beatific vision.
Thus, to be purified of sin, we need the Cross and the suffering it brings. This was
also the point of the Transfiguration: Jesus wanted to teach His disciples that it was
impossible to reach the glory of the Transfiguration without passing through suf-
fering. He expressed the same thought later at Emmaus, when he told the two dis-

gloy? 0 (cf. Luke 24:26).
The Cross is the key to entering into the glory of God. As we reflect on this power-
ful event, may it be a light to our faith. May it help remove ourselves from the dark
