Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

I accidentally made a mistake in last weekendôs Catechism lessonðI unintentionally 

left out a paragraph! I have included it here so that it does not get left behind. It is the 

last paragraph of the section ñGod is Loveò. 

The main lesson for this weekend is ñThe Implications of Faith in One Godò. This is a 

rather important lesson because when we take God seriously, it becomes more than just 

saying ñI believe in Godò or even just saying ñI love Godò. When we get to know the 

Truth of God and His Love for us, it affects everything about us. We are His creations 

after all! Everything about us, everything we do, will always be tied back to Him. Our 

lives depend on Him. As God Himself says in Jeremiah 1:5, ñBefore I formed you in the 

womb, I knew youéò 

Because our lives do depend on Him, our faith in God brings with it a certain direction 

to our lives, as well as consequences for our actions. The paragraphs below list them. 

Essentially, faith in God leads to: knowledge of His majesty, being thankful, seeing the 

unity and dignity of all men, properly using created things, and trusting in God. I invite 

you to take this list to prayer and see if your faith has impacted you in these ways. If 

not, it might be good to open up to them, to let your life be centered on the God who 

made you. 

If anything, that prayer from St. Theresa below is one worthy of reflection, for when we 

believe in God, we have nothing to fear. 
 

Paragraph 1. I Believe in God 
III. God, òHe Who Isó, is Truth and Love (Part Three) 
God is Love 
#221 But St. John goes even further when he affirms that "God is love": God's very being is love. By send-
ing his only Son and the Spirit of Love in the fullness of time, God has revealed his innermost secret:45 God 
himself is an eternal exchange of love, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, and he has destined us to share in that 
exchange. 

IV. The Implications of Faith in One God 
#222 Believing in God, the only One, and loving him with all our being has enormous consequences for 
our whole life. 
#223 It means coming to know God's greatness and majesty: "Behold, God is great, and we know 
him not." Therefore, we must "serve God first". 
#224 It means living in thanksgiving: if God is the only One, everything we are and have comes from 
him: "What have you that you did not receive?" "What shall I render to the LORD for all his bounty to 
me?" 
#225 It means knowing the unity and true dignity of all men: everyone is made in the image and 
likeness of God. 
#226 It means making good use of created things: faith in God, the only One, leads us to use every-
thing that is not God only insofar as it brings us closer to him, and to detach ourselves from it insofar as it 
turns us away from him:  

My Lord and my God, take from me everything that distances me from you. 
My Lord and my God, give me everything that brings me closer to you. 
My Lord and my God, detach me from myself to give my all to you. 

#227 It means trusting God in every circumstance, even in adversity. A prayer of St. Teresa of Jesus 
wonderfully expresses this trust:  

Let nothing trouble you / Let nothing frighten you 
Everything passes / God never changes  
Patience / Obtains all  
Whoever has God / Wants for nothing 
God alone is enough. 
 

Let us praise the Lord, and give Him thanks!

Saints of the  Week  
Mon., October 1:  Saint Therese of the Child Jesus, Virgin, Doctor of 

the Church:  d. 30 Sept. 1897 of tuberculosis in the Carmel of Lisieux at 

age twenty-four; born in Alencon; contemplative who, in her autobiogra-

phy, The Story of a Soul, urged all to follow ñthe little wayò; proclaimed 

a doctor of the Church by Pope John Paul II, 19 October 1997; patroness 

of the missions, of florists, and of France; secondary patroness of the 

Apostleship of Prayer. 

Thurs., October 4:  Saint Francis of Assisi:  d. 3 Oct. 1226; noted for 

his charismatic personality, deep compassion for all, and love for Godôs 

creation; renounced wealth to follow ñLady Povertyò; deacon; founded 

the Franciscan Family which is made up today of the Friars Minor 

(Capuchins (numbering about 10,600 religious), Conventuals, and those 

of the Leonine Union, Poor Clares, Third Order Religious, and the Secu-

lar Franciscan Order; wrote Canticle of the Sun received the stigmata 14 

Sept. 1224; canonized only two years after his death; patron of ecologists 

and of Italy. 

Fri., October 5:  Blesses Francis Xavier Seelos, Priest:  Born in Ger-

many in 1819, Francis Xavier Seelos entered the Congregation of the 

Most Holy Redeemer and was sent to North America.  Ordained a priest 

in 1844, he began his pastoral ministry in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania as 

assistant pastor of his confrere, Saint John Neumann (5 Jan.), serving also 

as Master of Novices and dedicating himself to preaching.  He became a 

full-time itinerant missionary, preaching in both English and German in a 

number of different states.  He died in New Orleans on 4 October 1867 

and was declared ñBlessedò by Saint John Paul II 9 April 2000. 

Sat., October 6:  Saint Bruno, Priest; Blessed Marie Rose Durocher, 

Virgin:   Bruno, d. 1101 in Calabria; celebrated teacher at Reims and 

close advisor to his former pupil; Pope Urban II (1088-1099); founded 

(1084), near Grenoble, La Grande Chartreuse (or Charterhouse), the 

mother house of the Carthusians, who today number about 290 religious; 

sought ñto seek God assiduously, to find God promptly, and to possess 

God fullyò; their motto:  ñWhile the world changes, the cross stands 

firm.ò  Marie-Rose, d. 1849 at age thirty-eight; born in St. Antoine, Que-

bec; began the first Canadian parish sodality for young women; founded 

the Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary for Christian education.

Diocese of Lafayette: Centennial News  
 

St. Therese of Lisieux ð On September 30, 1897, a 24 year old cloistered Carmelite passed 
away from tuberculosis in Lisieux, France.  Yet this young nun would have a profound impact 
on the universal church and on the faithful in the Diocese of Lafayette.  Just three years after 
her canonization, a new parish in the Diocese took her patronage as St. Theresa of the Child Je-
sus was established in 1928 in Duson.  St. Theresa in Abbeville would follow in 1959.  Through 
her writings and her ñlittle wayò, Therese touched the lives of the people of Acadiana.  In the 
churches throughout the Diocese of Lafayette, she is one of the most commonly depicted saints 
in windows, statues, or artwork. Her feast day is October 1.
