Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

As I mentioned in my homily, this Sunday is Respect Life Sunday, and this 

whole month is dedicated to praying the rosary for an end to abortion and for all 

sins against life. I invite you to take time this month to pray the rosary each day, 

asking our Blessed Mother to save souls. 

For the Catechism lesson, this will be a light one this week, as we have another 

ñIn Briefò section! As always, these sections merely summarize what we have 

been talking about for the last few weeks. Since this section is simple, I thought 

I would keep my words simple as well. That is why I will leave you with a re-

flection from one of the great Fathers of the Church who spoke about Godôs na-

ture, Tertullian. He is mentioned below in paragraph 228ðI decided to pull out 

a larger quote from his referenced work, ñAgainst Marcionò. This quote comes 

from Book 1, Chapter 3 of his work; the words are a bit more complex, but they 

do capture why our God is the only One, True God. He is the great Supreme: 
 

ñBut the Christian verity has distinctly declared this principle, óGod is not, if 

He is not one;ô because we more properly believe that that has no existence 

which is not as it ought to be. In order, however, that you may know that 

God is one, ask what God is, and you will find Him to be not otherwise than 

one. So far as a human being can form a definition of God, I adduce one 

which the conscience of all men will also acknowledge ð that God is the 

great Supreme existing in eternity, unbegotten, unmade without beginning, 

without end. For such a condition as this must needs be ascribed to that eter-

nity which makes God to be the great Supreme, because for such a purpose 

as this is this very attribute in God; and so on as to the other qualities: so 

that God is the great Supreme in form and in reason, and in might and in 

power.ò 
 

Next week, we will move from talking about God in general and focus on the 

First Person of the Most Holy Trinity, God the Father. Stay tuned! 
 

Paragraph 1. I Believe in God 
In Brief 
God is Love 

#228 "Hear, O Israel, the LORD our God is one LORD. . ." (Dt 6:4; Mk 12:29). "The 
supreme being must be unique, without equal. . . If God is not one, he is not 
God" (Tertullian, Adv. Marc., 1, 3, 5: PL 2, 274).  
#229 Faith in God leads us to turn to him alone as our first origin and our ultimate goal, 
and neither to prefer anything to him nor to substitute anything for him. 
#230 Even when he reveals himself, God remains a mystery beyond words: "If you under-
stood him, it would not be God" (St. Augustine, Sermo 52, 6, 16: PL 38, 360 and Sermo 
117, 3, 5: PL 38, 663).  
#231 The God of our faith has revealed himself as HE WHO IS; and he has made himself 
known as "abounding in steadfast love and faithfulness" (Ex 34:6). God's very being is 
Truth and Love.

Saints of the  Week  
Tues., October 9:  Saint Denis, Bishop, and Companions, martyrs: 

Saint John Leonardi, Priest:  Denis, or Dionysius, d. 258; first bishop of 

Paris; martyred with the presbyter, Eleutherius, and the deacon, Rusticus, 

on Montmartre (or ñmount or martyrsò); patron of Paris and of France.  

John Leonardi, d. 1609 in Rome; from Lucca; founded (1574) the Con-

gregation of Clerics Regular of the Mother of God, today numbering 

about 110 members, in 1579 he formed the Confraternity of Christian 

Doctrine, and published a compendium of Christian doctrine in use until 

the 19th c.; cofounded with Philip Neri (26 may) at Rome the Collegio 

Urbano which, under the charge of the Congregation for the Evangeliza-

tion of Peoples, trains priests for the foreign missions. 

Thurs., October 11:  Saint John XXIII, Pope:  Born of a farming fam-

ily in Sotto il Monte in northern Italy in 1881, Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli 

was ordained a priest in 1904.  After serving in World War I as a 

stretcher-bearer, he was later made national director of the Society for the 

Propagation of the Faith.  In 1925 he became a papal diplomat, serving in 

Bulgaria, Turkey, and in France. In 1925 he became a papal diplomat, 

serving in Bulgaria, Turkey, Roncalli helped save an estimated 24,000 

Jewish people during World War II.  Named a cardinal and appointed 

patriarch of Venice in 1953 by Pope Pius XII, he was elected pope in 

1958 at age seventy-eight.  He took the name John after his father and the 

two patrons of Romeôs cathedral, St. John Lateran.  He convoked (1959) 

the Second Vatican Council (1962-1965); his most famous encyclicals 

were Mater et Magister (1961) and Pacem in Terris (1963).  óGood Pope 

Johnò died of stomach cancer 3 June 1963.  His feast day, 11 October, 

recalls the day of the first session of the Second Vatican Council (1962).  

Declared a Blessed in 2000, he was canonized, together with Pope John 

Paul II, by Pope Francis on 27 April 2014.

Cursillo is an apostolic movement within the Catholic Church that began 
in Spain in 1944.  In 1961, the first English-speaking retreat was held in Texas, and soon spread 
across the country.  The retreat is a three-day ñcourseò in Christianity.  For over 50 years, this 
retreat has continued in Prairie Rhonde.  Thousands of lay faithful have made the retreat and 
have come to encounter Christ.  The primary goal of the Cursillo movement is to help adult 
Christians to allow Christ to transform every aspect of our modern life.
